Food Drive Guidelines, Fall 2009
This is a passive food drive where people in the community can choose to leave food out for Girl Scouts to pick up. We will provide people with a plastic grocery bag with instructions to leave whatever nonperishable food item they choose to donate in the bag on their doorstep on October 17, 2009.
Girls are not to knock on doors or ring doorbells to solicit donations
Make sure you have qualified adults to participate with the girls for both the bag distribution and food collection portion of the Food Drive. Girl Scouts should be with a buddy at all times and in visual contact of the adult supervisors. Girls should not put bags out on their own or unsupervised.

Try to estimate of the number of bags you will need for your route (20/block?). Pick up bags and labels from Karla by Thursday October 15. Your troop will need to staple the food drive information label onto the bags before delivering them

Between Sunday October 11 and Friday October 16, distribute bags to the front door s of homes on your route. Do not put them into mailboxes because it is illegal. Instead, try hanging them on doorknobs (you might want to use rubber bands).

Saturday October 17 from 11 am –3pm. Pick up food that has been left out for you to collect. Skip over houses that have not left a bag for pickup.

Deliver food to Karla’s house. This is also a drop off point for people who wish to donate but do not want to leave food on their doorstep. Please have all food dropped off by 6pm on Saturday.
