Food Drive Guidelines
This is a passive food drive where people in the community can choose to leave food out for Girl Scouts to pick up.  We will provide people with a plastic grocery bag and instructions to leave donated food items in the bag on their doorstep on October 16th.  Girls are not to knock on doors or ring doorbells to solicit donations.
Routes and Bags

· Troop leaders may pick up plastic bags in the "Girl Scout" tub on the front porch at 3721 Columbine Circle, Ames.  Please get your bags by October 9th.
 Bag Distribution:   Sunday, Oct. 10th - Friday, Oct. 15th

· Print enough food drive bag labels (from the e-mail attachment) for your route.

· Cut the labels apart and staple one per plastic bag.
· Distribute the bags to the front doors of homes on your route.  It is illegal to place the bags in mailboxes. 
· Make sure you have qualified adults to participate with the girls for both the bag distribution and the food collection.
· Girl Scouts should be with a buddy at all times and in visual contact of the two adult supervisors.  Girls should not put bags out alone or unsupervised.
