TRAINING
· Offered at various times at various locations in the state – see the Adult Education booklet or Council website (http://www.girlscoutsiowa.org/education-courses-and-dates.cfm) for training opportunities, times and registration procedures.

· Besides the required basic age-level training there are opportunities to train for camp, travel and overnight activities, as well as courses on songs, games and other specific subjects that might be of interest to your troop.
· Age-level basic courses and the Basic Outdoor Awareness course (required to participate in any activity away from your regular meeting place) are offered free of charge.  Other training courses may have small registration fees.

· Share ideas with other leaders and find out about upcoming Service Unit sponsored events at the Service Unit Leader Meetings, 3rd Mondays at Northminster Presbyterian Church, 7pm.
ACTIVITIES AND EVENTS 

· The local Service Unit plans a variety of events throughout the year.  Troops are encouraged to attend as many as they wish.  Past activities have included swimming parties,  roller skating, snow tubing, cooking classes, campouts, sing-alongs and food drives.  Cost per girl is usually low.

· There are also Council sponsored activities for girls and troops.  Council sponsored events are a great way to expand activities beyond your own training level.  For example a Council sponsored overnight does not require you to have overnight camping training, as trained council staff is present.

· Carefully check the information about each Council sponsored event to see if it restricted to registered Girl Scouts or allows family members, whether registration is independent (by girl) or by troop, and if pre-payment is required. Most events require the submission of a signed parent permission form, which is provided by the event organizer
